Minutes from the Nov. meeting were presented for approval.  Motion to approve accepted and passed by voice vote.    

General Discussion & Notes:  
Membership – (Ed Krauss):
· Before the mailbox had 24 golden eagles, 11, benefactor, 8 sustaining and 20 general, 3 faculty and 10 alumni.  
· Looking for four volunteers to help ensure appropriate seating arrangements based on membership level

Treasurer’s Report – General Account (Lisa ):
· Total income is $7517 YTD, total expenses $9982.80 YTD.  Approximately $2400 under budget YTD not including Silent Auction proceeds
Treasurer’s Report – Spring Trip (Patti Puglisi):
· Currently fundraising numbers are not as strong as last year. 
· Kroger Card program – 140 sold, currently have earned close $900 for months of Sept. and October.

· A reminder to all that fundraising, while not an individual basis this year still helps all students
Ways and Means – (Diane Chang):
· Expect on-line Virginia Diner sales results by year end.
· PJ Fruit – A couple issues:  related to pick up date, missing orders, incorrect orders and some issue related to towing expenses related to having to pay for the delivery truck getting stuck in grass at MGHS ($75).  

· Expect to clear approximately $975 from PJ Fruit

· Cookie sale coming up on January 4th, 2012 – will request 100 order forms

· Silent Auction:

· 12/5 is soft deadline for donations – forms still available if someone cares to donate – a donation form MUST be filled out and submitted
· Instructions for volunteers available from Paula Roop

· Bids will be taken from 6:00-7:30pm and then again at intermission

· Several needs for the day of auction:  Security to monitor donations during the concert; Need 14 signs for the various categories of donations – Kathy Wooten has volunteered; person to help clean up tables after auction – Michael Walker and Charlie Flocco to volunteer; 9th or 10th grade parent to shadow Melissa to learn the ropes of using the Excel data base
· Currently over 70 items donated with retail value at over $7,000

· It is also strongly recommended that some 9th or 10th grade parents step up to learn generally how the auction works so that this valuable fund raiser can go on in the years ahead

· Need to stress that all funds collected go directly to the Choral Booster program to support the on-going quality of the Choral program

This particular festival does not charge parents to watch the performance.  No current estimated cost per child yet but looking to keep total cost under $400/student.
