Banquet –Martha Gray Colver (unable to attend): Becky Spicer and Lois Watkins are overseeing the Senior Posters (dis- played on Banquet night), and will hold a poster night from 6:30 to 8:30 in the Art Room on Monday May 3rd.  Iva indicated Martha Gray does need more help, so please contact her if interested.
Program Ads –Robyn Anderson and Lois Watkins:  Well-Wish forms were circulated. They are also available online.  Cost is $10 and go in the final program. Nice way to remember your child, especially if that student is a senior.

Used Book Sale – Kay Smith : Encouraged everyone to bring used books and DVD’s for sale.  Will set up tables at the  next concert.  Always a good way to make extra money for the boosters.
Director’s Report – Sherri Matthews:  She noted that an additional concert has been added to the Madrigals schedule.  It is May 13th at 7:00 p.m. at Second Baptist Church for the Bon Secours Nursing School Graduation. A donation will be made to the choir for their performance. An updated Itinerary for the Spring Trip was passed out to everyone present.  Ms. Matthews noted that she went through it carefully with all the students during each class and answered all questions they had. Debut must bring their performance clothes on  Tuesday morning April 13th  to school to be packed separately in the band truck so the clothes can be accessed Thursday morning. Their performance will happen prior to checking in to the hotel. Acapella and Madrigals should pack their  choir clothing in their luggage.
