GODWIN  CHORAL  BOOSTERS  MEETING  MINUTES  -- March 1, 2010
Iva Keller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. She welcomed everyone and asked those present to review the proposed February minutes “by email” due to snow. The minutes were accepted as printed.  
Treasurer’s Report (General Account)—Lori Matthews(unable to attend): Treasurer’s Report through 3/1/10 shows we are still down in some places and waiting on some inflows.   
Treasurer’s Report (Spring Trip) – Candace Branch: .  Have 150 students going and have approved 4 partial scholarships, plus agreed to support the quartet coach as a chaperone.  Still have a number of students that have only made one payment.

Updated spreadsheet should be available online tonight. Getting in some chaperone payments. Amount due by them is $550 payable on or before March 30th.  
Spring Trip Chaperones – Emily Boddy: Hasn’t had to recruit any chaperones this year!  She has 18 confirmed chaperones which is maximum we have room for on the buses.  Mandatory Chaperone meeting is March 22nd at 7:00 p.m.   
Second V.P – Membership- D.Ray Davis (unable to attend):  Kim Davis reported on his behalf that we did receive one new membership last month. Also, the Booster Directory  is available on the website.
Ways and Means – Linda Bendheim (unable to attend): Iva reported on her behalf .  Reminded everyone that this Thursday, March 4th, is Gino’s Pizza night, so make sure you go!  
Publicity –Kim Davis . Newsletter will go out by email tonight.  Final one will go out before Spring Concert with article deadline on April 26th. 
E-blasts—Ken Reckenbeil :  Nothing to report.  
Website – Michael Walker : Latest stuff is on the website, just follow links.  Ms. Matthews said she got lots of positive feedback on the website from folks all over the district who had to go there to access the music for All-District Choir. Good job Michael!  
Singing Valentines – Donna Llewellyn:  Had to scrap this fundraiser at the last minute due to snow closings.  Only had one day of sales before singing had to happen, so didn’t work this year.  Might explore alternatives, like singing prom proposals.
Banquet –Martha Gray Colver:  Brought a list of committee positions that need to be filled, and will circulate the sign up sheet.  Only position that has been filled is Invitations and  RSVP’s by Donna Llewellyn. Other positions needed to be filled are Set-up/Clean-up; Flowers & Balloons; Programs; Sr. Gifts & Door Prizes; Sr. Posters;   and Memory Book.  Have around 30 plus seniors this year. Looking for a different source for senior gift if we stick to blankets this year.  Current supplier requires minimum of 60, and we don’t need that much. Please let her know if you have any contacts.
Program Ads –Robyn Anderson and Lois Watkins: Pushing for parents and relatives to take out Well Wishes for the spring program.  Ad forms were circulated and also available on website.  Due date is May 10th, and cost is $10.  Also looking for new advertisers for the Spring Concert Program. Most likely business to have an interest would be those who might be holding summer lessons like dance studios or fine arts camps or even vocal/piano teachers. If anyone has a child that  participates on these programs, please ask that person or business if they might consider advertising  and forward the information to Lois or Robyn.  The Brown Exterminating  Company ad was given to Lois to forward to Johnna for placement in the Spring Concert Program.
Used Book Sale – Kay Smith (unable to attend): Kim Davis spoke on this project, saying to start bringing used books at the next meeting.  She explained to those unfamiliar with this project that we set up a few tables at the Spring Concert and sell used paperback or hardback books, even DVD’s  all for a dollar each.  Includes children’s books.  Leftovers are donated to Salvation Army or some other organization.  It’s a quick and easy fundraiser.  Suggestions were made to help raise its profile
by advertising it on the school marquee, and maybe putting up flyers at grocery stores.
Director’s Report – Sherri Matthews:  Ms. Matthews circulated a copy of this month’s schedule of events.  All students have received a copy and it is available on the website too.  She included “Sweeney Todd” rehearsals since so many choral students are involved in the show.  Other notable events include the  3/9 Pre-Festival Concert  here for all choirs except show choir; The District Choral Festival on 3/11 at Deep Run; the Quartet Adjudication 3/12-3/14 in Pennsylvania; the 3/18 Hanover Chamber Choir Competition for Mads and Acapella; and the 3/20 Hanover Show Choir Competition. All of these are important to the students since our Spring Trip is not a competition event.  These local competitions will be our only chance  to be judged.  Ms. Matthews thanked everyone for supporting the Sea Chanters Concert in February.  The kids loved the concert and though skeptical at first, were glad they attended. The Sea Chanters enjoyed the crowd’s enthusiasm and thanked us for the pre-concert dinner we provided.  Everyone agreed it was an outstanding evening.
New Business: Iva asked for volunteers to serve on the Nominating Committee.  By-laws require three members serve, and one cannot be the President. Candace Branch has agreed to chair the committee, so need two more. Looking for  many positions, including Ways and Means, since Linda Bendheim is “graduating”.  The next meeting will be April 12th, since April 5th, the first Monday the month  falls during our Spring Break.  Don’t forget the Pre-Festival Concert next Tuesday 3/9 at 7:30. Meeting adjourned at 7:42 p.m.
