 GODWIN  CHORAL  BOOSTERS  MEETING  MINUTES  --  November 2nd , 2009 (as amended)
Iva Keller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. She welcomed everyone and asked those present to review the proposed October minutes as drafted by Becky Spicer, Secretary .  The minutes were accepted as printed.  
Treasurer’ Report (General Account)—Lori Matthews:.  Reviewed October Treasurer’s Report.  Lori noted  spending thus far is primarily in music and choreography and registration fees.  The report was approved as printed.            

Treasurer’s Report (Spring Trip) – Candace Branch (unable to attend):   Disney World information packet given out at Fall Concert.  Discrepancy noted on when first deposit v.s. forms due.  Clarified that first deposit and forms due on 11/9/2009. Eblast will be sent out to clear this up. Chaperone money will be due later when actual amount owed by them is determined (based on number of students going and we don’t know that number yet).
Membership – D. Ray Davis :  Total received in membership dues is now up to $7,815.  Did send out an email prior to the Fall Concert and will send out one more.  D. Ray was encouraged to include in the email ability to upgrade one’s membership to be assured good seats at the Winter Concert. 
Ways and Means – Linda Bendheim:  Linda passed out updated fundraising flyers.  Noted that she has changed the Gino’s receipts nights from the 3rd Thursday to the 1st Thursday of each month, the next one this Thursday 11/5/09 (last eblast incorrect about the 11/6 date.  Gino’s does not do weekend receipts nights). Make sure you tell the person when ordering that it is for Godwin Choral Boosters.  Fruit sales end 11/5/09, delivery is 12/3/09.  Virginia Diner sales ends 11/10/09, delivery is 12/14/09.  Pie sales begin 11/16/09 with delivery 12/1/09. AMENDED TO READ 12/16/09.  Cookie Dough sales begin 1/4/10, delivered 1/25/10.  Donna Llewellyn brought up one more fundraising possibility at Fast Eddie’s in Goochland.  They hold  receipt nights on  “open mike” nights. Brings in lots of students and parents. Might be a fun idea.  Linda and Iva agreed to check into it.  
Publicity –Kim Davis:  Since the next Booster meeting isn’t until 12/7, Kim said the deadline for getting information to her for the next newsletter will have to be 12/1.  She will get  this out in the next eblast.   
E-blasts—Ken Reckenbei (unable to attend)l:   Kim agreed to get information, especially the corrected information, to Ken for an eblast soon. 

Website – MichaelWalker :  Encouraged anyone that has recordings of concert songs to give to him because the website can do those now.  Also told folks to give him upcoming dates and events in advance so the website can be up to date.  He has started a Godwin Choral Boosters Facebook group, so go to the website for  that and please join!  The Membership Directory is not available yet, but once it is he will post it .  It will be access sensitive. 
 Banquet – Martha Gray Colver :   Barnes and Noble receipts day is November 10th.  Both quartets will perform at 6:30.  
This is at the Short Pump location.  Must present a Choral Booster voucher with your purchase for the boosters to get a 
percentage of the receipts.  She will send the vouchers through an eblast to save on paper costs, but vouchers will be 

available at the registers also.  She did get the schedule for the giftwrap fundraiser and is trying to pick out a good day for 
everyone, though she personally has a lot of conflicts.  She will let us know what day is picked. 

Flowers –Allison Revenson and Julia Bard (both unable to attend):   Iva reported that the sales were slow for the fall concert

and both ladies suggested that we revisit whether continuing this next year, or publicize it more in advance.  

Silent Auction --Kelly Phillips and Elizabeth Lafoon (unable to attend):  No report given.  Look for information through eblasts and website.  
Directors Report-- Sherri Matthews:  Dates for Choral activities for the month of November can be found on the website.

Highlights include District Choir Auditions on 11/14 at Deep Run High School.  We start at 9:30 a.m., asking kids to be there at 8:45a.m..  Veteran’s Day Assembly is on 11/11 around 9:30 a.m.  Students need to arrive at 8:00 a.m. dressed in their choir outfits (except Debut who have yet to get their outfits), and bring a change of clothes. Please have your child pay for their outfits and take them home!  The clothing is taking up room in the closet!  Encouraged folks to come to the Assembly, the music will be beautiful.  She passed out a flyer about the band “The Portland Organ” that has chorus members Joey Gibson and Sam Atkinson in it.  The band has been selected as a semi-finalist in a national competition for local high school bands. Voting is done on line.  Check the booster website for more information.
