GODWIN  CHORAL  BOOSTERS  MEETING  MINUTES  --  December 7th , 2009
Iva Keller called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. She welcomed everyone and asked those present to review the proposed November minutes. A correction was made under Ways and Means amending the pie sales delivery from 12/1 to 12/16.   The minutes were accepted as amended.  
Treasurer’ Report (General Account)—Lori Matthews:.  Lori noted we are at a surplus for the year in our general funds.  The report was approved as printed.            

Treasurer’s Report (Spring Trip) – Candace Branch : Have received only 105 forms so far, and should have over 190, so we are behind in collecting these.  Received a few forms with no checks and a few checks with no forms.  All students need to complete a Spring Trip form even if not going. Candace will man a table at the concert so parents can check on status and make payments as necessary.  Blank forms can be picked up there and she will try to get one posted on the website too.  There have been two scholarship requests plus other students that have indicated they may need financial help.  Iva suggested there be an Executive Board meeting to determine a set of guidelines for those interested in applying for  scholarship help.  Iva will try to get this accomplished as soon as possible.  Lastly, Candace would like to post on the website the spreadsheet for Spring Trip fund allocations and payments.  Though most members like having access to the sheet so they can check on what they owe and how much money was  received from student fundraisers, there was some criticism last year that this information it should not be openly posted.  A suggestion was made that in the next eblast we give notice to everyone that the spreadsheet will be posted and give people an opportunity to “opt out”, leaving their name off the list, by contacting Candace..  Meeting members agreed this was a fair compromise and should be followed.
Second V.P – Membership- D.Ray Davis:  Reminded folks he is selling Choral bumper stickers for $2 a piece. Great stocking stuffers!  Big announcement! Our 2009/2010 budget for membership was $8430, and tonight we officially exceeded that budget!  We are now at $8565!  Congratulations all around.  He reminded everyone about the reserved seating, and asked for some seating help.  Ken Reckenbeil agreed to help.  Saving seats is ok. if you get there early. Golden Eagles get 4 seats,  Benefactors get 3 seats and Sustaining Members get 2 seats.  The Membership Directory is almost ready and it should be available very soon.  . 

Spring trip chaperones –Emily Boddy (unable to attend):  Michael Walker reported on Emily’s behalf.  We do need additional chaperones so please consider coming.  Price has yet to be determined, but usually less than for the students. Please contact Emily if interested. 
Ways and Means – Linda Bendheim:  Pie sales  delivery will be on 12/16 in the back of Godwin at the loading ramp.  Delivery will be around 10:30 a.m.  with pick-up times between 11:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.  Fruit delivery went well and Linda thanked those who helped. She will be asking for more helpers in the future to take shifts so the burden doesn’t fall on just one or two people.  Linda delivered  to the treasurer money from our corporate sponsor, Brown’s Pest Control, with one last
payment remaining. She also announced that Brown’s has agreed to donate to our silent auction one year of pest control.  This announcement was well received.  Gino’s Pizza Night’s have been moved to the second Thursday of each month, so the next one is this Thursday Dec. 10th.  Virginia Diner orders will be distributed in the Chorus Room.
Publicity –Kim Davis:  Iva thanked Kim for getting the December Newsletter out.  The deadline for the next newsletter is March 1st. 
E-blasts—Ken Reckenbeil :   Will get an eblast out this week and perhaps Monday, 12/14, as well.  Members  told him some items that should be included are Auction information, bringing 2 dozen cookies for reception, and flower sale reminders.  Elizabeth Lafoon noted that a few Hershey Kiss bouquets will be available for bidding in the auction and could be used for a post concert gift for a deserving student!  
Website – MichaelWalker :  Reminded folks that we also have a Facebook page and that concert pictures can be put there as well as on the general website. 
Silent Auction – KellyPhillips and Elizabeth Lafoon:  Have about 70-75 items for bidding.  Passed out a blue sheet describing Auction rules and list of items to be sold.  Will try to get this sheet posted prior to next Tuesday night.  Big items include a timeshare trip destination TBA, a week at a beach house at Emerald Isle, monthly dessert for a year, and a teacher dare.  If $1000 is raised, 4 designated teachers at Godwin will form a band and perform a song at the Variety Show in the spring. Also, Coach White who sponsors the Gameboard Club, will host a gameboard pizza night for a student and two friends. 

Looking for volunteers for set-up and first half help, and then volunteers for second half help, especially check-out.  Sign-up sheet was circulated. Members suggested to the co-chairs they contact some alumni parents to help at check-out.  Names were suggested for them to contact. Leigh Ann Fort with Hospitality reminded the co-chairs that students from Beta Club and Keyettes would be present and could help man some auction tables, especially at the end when the closing bell is rung to stop the bidding.  Kelly Phillips had extra donation forms and reminded folks to fill them out.  

Director’s Report – Sherri Matthews (unable to attend): Iva noted that Ms. Matthews is at a Madrigals concert at Marywood Retirement Home and could not be present tonight. Her notes to us on the board included reminders that there will be a Hallelujah Chorus rehearsal Thursday Dec. 10th at 4:00.  She questioned whether student choirs were responsible for donating gift baskets for the Silent Auction as they have in the past, and the Silent Auction Co-Chairs said no, not this year.
New Business: The winter concert program is scheduled for print Wednesday morning 12/9.  If you want to include a Well Wish, please get it to Johnna Riley ASAP.  Check with her on form and length of the Well Wish.
