GODWIN  CHORAL  BOOSTERS  MEETING  MINUTES  -- January 4, 2010
Iva Keller called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. She welcomed everyone and asked those present to review the proposed December minutes. The minutes were accepted as printed.  
Treasurer’s Report (General Account)—Lori Matthews:. Lori noted our spending is on target.  Program ads are off considerably.  Still have some collecting to do on ads already sold, and need to consider selling more at reduced rates since only one program left.  Also need to encourage more Well Wishes and senior student ads. Silent Auction also under budget.

Report indicates deficit is around $850, but she is aware of about $400 that still needs to be collected, so that actual deficit is closer to $450.  The teacher dare fundraiser only took in $32 that night, and will be revived by the students with Mrs. Colver helping coordinate it during lunch hours.  The hope is that more money will be raised through this project to make up for the deficit. Mrs. Colver will be looking for parent volunteers to help man the box during lunch hours.  Other fundraising ideas could be a Chili’s receipts night to take the place of Max & Erma’s which has closed.  Mrs. Colver has agreed to oversee two Franco’s frozen dinners sales, one near Spring Break and one near final exams.  These usually fetch $230 each sale.

Treasurer’s Report (Spring Trip) – Candace Branch: 13 students have said they aren’t coming.  Still waiting to hear from 30.
Still waiting for first payments for some.  2nd payment due next Monday the 11th.  A spreadsheet will be available online soon  so people can check their money owed and money earned toward their trip.  We do have a request for financial scholarship.  Scholarship guidelines were adopted over the break by the Executive Committee.  
Spring Trip Chaperones – Emily Boddy:  Has a large list of names of chaperones that want to come this year, many more than she had this time last year!  She will be sending out an email later this week to those folks who have expressed interest, and will have a better idea after that if she has enough to fill slots needed.  Always needs backup names for last minute cancellations.  Chaperone money is due soon.  Typically they pay $100 less than the student.  Ms. Matthews requested we  pay for Mr. Plaag’s chaperone fee. He has coached our Men’s quartet for 15 years, free of charge, traveling from Northern Virginia to do so, and it would be a nice gesture on our part to pay for his trip as a form of thanks. 
Second V.P – Membership- D.Ray Davis:  We did pick up more membership dues at the Winter Concert bringing our total this year to $8,935.  Great job D. Ray!
Ways and Means – Linda Bendheim: We got a check from Gino’s for $72 for our last two receipts nights.  The next one is this Thursday, Jan. 7th.  The next fundraiser is cookie dough.  Packages go out tomorrow Jan.  5th, and ends Jan. 25th.  Each box of cookie dough sells for $14 with $5.60 per box going toward the student account.  Pick up date is Feb. 10th starting at 10:30 a.m.  Need a number of volunteers to help that day, maybe with two hour shifts.  Will be there until 5-6 p.m.  
Publicity –Kim Davis (unable to attend): Iva reminded everyone that the deadline for the next newsletter is March 1st. 
E-blasts—Ken Reckenbeil :  Nothing to report  
Website – MichaelWalker : Nothing to report except to remind folks to give him things to post!  
Silent Auction – KellyPhillips and Elizabeth Lafoon ( both unable to attend): No report given.
Banquet –Martha Gray Colver:  Will start working in earnest in February, using list of names from “start of year” forms to help her put this together.  Asked for someone to consider being a co-chair with her this spring so he or she can assume this project next year with some experience.  This will be her final year since Jack is graduating in the spring. She said the more people who help, the easier the banquet is to put together, so she will be looking for more volunteers.
Program Ads –Robyn Anderson and Lois Watkins(unable to attend): Robyn noted that collection of existing program ads sales will continue and they will  encourage members to place Well Wishes or take out ads for their student children, especially seniors, in the final program. She noted that cold calling on local businesses wasn’t very successful this year because the economy is still struggling, and our best bet is to work through member contacts.
Valentines – Donna Llewellyn (unable to attend): No report given, but looking at the calendar, Valentine’s Day is on a Sunday, so selling will likely take place Feb. 8th through the 10th with singing on Thursday the 11th since Feb. 12th is District Choir.
Director’s Report – Sherri Matthews:  She was pleased with the Winter Concert, and happy with the Winter Assembly that was held on the final Friday before break.  We are hosting the Navy “Sea Chanters” chorus on February 17th.  Tickets are free, but must have a ticket to attend.  We hosted 5 years ago.  We will need to provide water and snacks for them that evening.  They arrive in the afternoon of the 17th, about 30 in the group, and the concert is at 7:30 that night.  Information will be posted on the website.  Next week is audition week: Mads and Acapella on the 11th; Debut vocals on the 12th; Debut  dance on the 13th; Musical Illusions on the 14th; notifications on the 15th.  We have two auditioning for the Governor’s School Arts Summer Program this Saturday the 9th –Trevor Davis and Alex Parsons.  Joey Gibson’s band, The Portland Organ, headlined at the National Theater this past Saturday night Jan. 2nd!  The quartets have adjudications on Jan. 23rd. All District Chorus is next month, but the music is in now, accessible on Quia and the students are required to learn and practice on their own. Parents will have to sign a paper that the student did practice, so look for that and make sure your student doesn’t procrastinate! Pocohontas Middle School feeder concert is this Thurs., Jan 7th. Will going by car because buses not available.  Check online calendar for all events.

New Business: Iva thanked Sandy Spicknall for spearheading the Food Bank drive at the winter concert. The next meeting is February 1st, which is a student holiday. Ms. Matthews said the school should be open, so we will keep the meeting as scheduled.
