GRADES:

60% of your nine weeks grade will be averaged from concerts and tests.

40% of your nine weeks grade will be averaged from quizzes, homework, folder

and music checks, and daily participation.

SOME IMPORTANT THINGS TO REMEMBER:

Community concerts count as 2 test grades.

The four major concerts (Preview, Winter, Henrico County Anniversary and Spring) 


count as 3 test grades.

Spring Trip is 4 test grades.  (This grade must be made up if you decide not to attend.)

Make up for any missed concert can be a research paper (2 pages per test grade), music 
project or a performance by the student at a local nursing home (This does not 
have to be a vocal concert, it can be instrumental.  10 minutes per test grade)  

A student may also attend an approved concert and write a review of the concert.  


This could possibly be a local college, community, or another school performance.

Any make-up assignment must be approved by the teacher first.

If you should have an excused absence from a concert, you will have three weeks from the concert date or until the end of the nine weeks, whichever comes first, to complete your make-up assignment.  You must turn in a note from your parent/guardian with your assignment explaining the circumstance of your absence.  If you miss a concert and it is not excused, you will receive a grade of zero, and unfortunately this cannot be made up.

Every student will need to purchase a black, three ring binder in which all music will be kept.  The music must be kept in good condition and each student is personally responsible for his or her music.  Any music that is damaged or lost will be replaced by the person responsible for the damage.

Every student will need to pay the $8 choral fee (if you have not done so already) which covers some music and registration fees.  If you are enrolled in more than one choir, you must pay the fee more than once.

Every student who goes on the spring trip must have at least a “C” average in my class, must not have missed more than 5 days in a nine weeks, and most importantly, must be in good standing with the administration of the school.
