CRITERIA FOR CONCERT GRADES:

A- Excitement or intensity on stage, hands down by side, watching the conductor, singing with energy, knows all of the music.

B- All of the above, knows majority of the music.

C- Knows majority of the music, moves too much on stage, fidgets, “dead-looking,”

looks away from the conductor.

D- Doesn’t know music well, can’t stand still, no energy, doesn’t watch conductor.

F- Doesn’t know music, late, constantly moving, refuses to perform, does not come.

CRITERIA FOR SINGING TEST GRADES:

A- Knows all of the notes, dynamics, phrasing, memorized.

B- All of the above, a few memory slips.

C- Knows most of the notes, dynamics, and phrasing, some problems with memorization.

D- Knows most of the notes and has problems with memorization; no dynamics or phrasing.

F- Unprepared, music is not memorized, and notes are not learned.

IMPORTANT NOTES:

If any student is late to a concert, his/her grade will be lowered by one letter grade.  This applies to ALL concerts.  Occasionally there might be an extenuating circumstance, and if that should occur, I will address each situation individually.  Every student is expected to wear their complete outfit to every concert.

Also, a reminder that if you miss a concert, and it is excused, you MUST make the concert up.
